In "Jack Understood", I've asked for Forgiveness from myself for letting myself get into that
situation. | asked Forgiveness from my family and friends that | had separated myself from. |
asked Forgiveness from my very own VietVet brothers and sisters for not supporting them
more than | had.

As you say in your letter, the act of Forgiveness has huge power and yet | still ask for it for so
many reasons. This Forgiveness or lack of Forgiveness is what cuts so deep in the heart of so
many VietVet and yet we may never get it ... or accept it. Yet, we continue asking in our own
little ways.

Many of us, as Vietnam veterans, did something that we were truly sorry for so many years
ago and still somehow ask for Forgiveness. | know that by saying this, | sit in the very small
minority of Vietnam veterans, but | will say that if Jane Fonda is truly asking for Forgiveness
for something foolish, she did so many years ago, | would be one to say, " | Forgive you". As
you said, the words, "I Forgive" have eternal power and it WILL eventually come around but
in the meanwhile, I will never deny those words to anyone and condemn them to suffer the
torment that | have personally felt for so many years from not hearing those words. I'm not a
church going religious person, but I do believe that this is what the Bible teaches, no matter
what your religion is.
